1. Identify effects of POPs on Polar Bear, Galucus Gull and Arctic Charr. 
2. Explain the connections between different effect parameters.

3. Identify appropriate, standardised parameters for monitoring of contaminant levels of POPs. 
4. Identify appropriate, standardised parameters for monitoring of effects of POPs

5. Suggest a concrete standardised monitoring program for the three species based on 3. and 4. The proposal should give two recommendations based on different anticipated budgets. 

6. Identify knowledge gaps for future monitoring of levels and effects of POPs in the three species.
